I. Eco-club and Department of Botany combinedly organised an awareness seminar on 

‘Conservation of Wetlands and their importance’ on February 2nd, 2021 in the eve of ‘World

and its importance of conservation of Biodiversity. Dr. J. Chandrasekhar Rao, Assistant 

Professor of Zoology enlightened the students with his A to Z philosophy about Conservation 

of Wetlands and also elucidated about another Ramsar site ‘Kolleru lake’ located in Andhra 

Pradesh. Students S. Laxman, O. Jagadiswari I BSc Zoology, and S.B. Ayasha I BSc Botany 

have gave excellent talk on Wetlands importance, public and student role in Conservation of 

Wetlands and Ramsar sites. The seminar has created awareness among the students and their 

immediate role of conservation of natural resources.
