ANNUAL REPORTS 2017 - 2019

On this 45™" Sports & College Day, we have great pleasure in presenting a brief
report of the activities of the College.

We are happy to announce that, through the relentless efforts of our Hon’ble Minister
Shri Malladi Krishna Rao, we are able to complete the construction of New Block under
RUSA. We are also thankful to him for taking steps to get sanction from the Pondicherry
University for starting the new Course viz. M.Sc. (Chemistry).

The College re-opened on 27" June, 2018. First year admissions were completed
in September, 2018. The admissions were conducted online through CENTAC Portal. It is
one of the achievements of the Government of Puducherry. Some 185 Students were
admitted to the Under Graduate (170) & Post Graduate (15) courses. The total student
strength of the college is 520 of which 219 are girls.

Regarding, transfers, retirements and new appointments in our College:

1) Sri. R.V. Gopala Rao, Head of the Department of Zoology retired in July, 2017;

2) Sri. K. Gangadhara Rao, U.D.C retired in June, 2017 and Sri. S.V.L.L.N. Swamy, U.D.C
transferred from Pondicherry and posted in his place.

3) Two M.T.S staff - Sri. D. Nageswara Rao and Sri. U.V.V. Satyanarayana retired in May
and August 2017 respectively. And the posts are lying vacant till now.

4) Some 12 Assistant Professors of various disciplines were appointed through UPSC
and they joined duty during 2018.

Budget & Scholarship:

With regard to budget provisions for the financial year 2017-2018 and 2018-2019,
the College was sanctioned Rs.3.30 lakhs and Rs.3.50 lakhs under Plan Head respectively
and Rs.3.72 Crores and Rs.3.89 Crores under Non-Plan Head respectively.

During the year 2017 -2018 the Adi Dravidar Welfare Department, Yanam awarded
Rs. 2.87 lakhs as Post-Matric Scholarship to 56 students.

During the year 2018-19 the Adi Dravidar Welfare Department, Yanam awarded
Rs. 3.2 lakhs as Post-Matric Scholarship to 69 students.

Mahatma Gandhi did not end his life as a lawyer; G.M. Muktibodh, despite economic
hardships, did not give up poetry; and Medha Patkar did not become a professor of

social work in a university.

As adults, we would betray our children if we do not offer anything positive to
them, if we metamorphose them into, as Franz Kafka indicated in one of his

heart-breaking short stories, ‘insects’ roaming around the four walls of an office cubicle.

As per a recent study, implementation of GST will
successively result in an 11% increase in hiring across sectors. From a regional perspective,
South India will top the job generation chart, with a narrow margined competition by the

north.

The subsequent uniformity in the burgeoning of average tax, presented by GST, will offer
a significant impetus to creation of employment. The certainty of cost of product/services
delivered across the country will automatically augment enterprise productiveness. The
efficacy of GST will also activate an unprecedented extension of services, capacity and

product ranges, ensuring a succeeding swell in manpower requirement.

Goods Service Tax is a biggest reform in recent past. Technology will play a pivotal role in
GST implementation and administration from both, the government and business
perspective. GST related hiring stems from the fact that after the overhaul of the multiple
cascading taxes levied by the Central and State governments, all businesses, irrespective
of size, have had to adapt to the new tax regime and go digital. This, in turn, has resulted
in demand for specialized fields like taxation, accounting, and data analysis going up.
Many large corporates have set up special GST cells internally to deal with the new tax
regime. There are changes in software almost every week. Most of the companies have
set up a dedicated cell with finance and tax professionals to ensure smooth implementation.

GST will be implemented with state of art IT infrastructure and here comes an opportunity

for all the commerce graduates.

Finance Minister Arun Jaitley said that the country needs the better implementation of
the GST by September 2017 as the implementation would create jobs in large scale.
The implementation of GST has increased the jobs in the formal sector such as
automobiles, logistics, e-commerce and cement. E-commerce and logistics have created
maximum job due to more demand while the cement industry is expected to create
jobs due to high profitability rate. According to a study by Team Lease Services, the
passage of GST bill will see growth in the job market and the single-tax system will play
a vital role. The firm suggested that there will be 11-18 percent of additional jobs per

year in the various sectors.
A sector wise rise, through GST

The GST regime, according to predictions, will result in a rise towards double digit job
creation across sectors, a point that comes as an early hurrah to job seekers of the
nation. India’s biggest tax reform, the Goods and Services Tax (GST) will bring in massive
change for businesses small and large. With the implementation of GST, companies are
searching for software professionals to ensure smooth transformation and
synchronization with government databases and this will provide a big boost to

contractual jobs in the Commerce & IT sector.

A lot of jobs will be rolled out in logistics, home decor, e-commerce, media and
entertainment, cement, IT and ITeS, BFSI, consumer durables, pharma and telecom.
The sectors that hold significance for job creation in a prolific post GST-implementation
era are automobiles, logistics, home decor, ecommerce, media and entertainment, and
cement, set to witness 11 per cent - 18 per cent rise in jobs per year, while IT, ITeS and
BFSI would hold a rise between 10 per cent and 12.5 per cent. Finally, consumer
durables, pharmaceuticals and telecommunications jobs will see a rise between 10 per

cent and 13 per cent.

E-commerce and logistics, known for their rapid jobs creation, will see an enhanced
growth with an increase in demand, scaling and productivity. For initial 1-2 years, a lot
of accounting and training companies will also be able to create job opportunities

specializing in implementation of GST.

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Temporary hiring, section that has come of its own in the recent years, will receive
further backing as it is set to obtain a big boost during the GST regime. In respect to the
boost, all sectors, except cement and IT/ ITeS, are expected to create major number of

temporary jobs.

The unorganized sector will now shift to organized which will again create job opportunity.
Blue collar and front end sales positions are likely to be the main beneficiaries of this

trend, bringing much relief to the corporate sector.

A detailed study states that GST will improve the revenue of the exchequers, as well.
The proceeds collection through general sales tax is set to grow from the current 6.3
per cent to 11.49 per cent. Subsequently, service tax, central excise and customs will
observe a high development, leading to bigger funding towards workforce welfare and

persistent job creation schemes.

1. Financial Accountant: With the increase in transparency of work there comes a
need for an efficient accountant. Since there are roughly 80 lakhs assesses there will be

an equivalent requirement of good accountants.

Skill Set required: Accounting knowledge, basic understating of tax laws, Hands on

training and experience on accounting software.

2. Tax return preparation: There is an increase in the tax base and even an increase in
the returns to be filed per person resulting into overall increase in the demand of tax

return prepares.

3. MIS Executive: In the GST regime more thrust is on the technology. There will be
need for reconciliations so that there is no mismatch in the final reports. Moreover the
management may need executives who can prepare timely reports so that the same

can help in effective decision making.

GST is a new tax regime for current taxation system of India. In past scenario, there
were lots of loopholes in indirect tax laws. The loopholes had increased tax evasion and

black money in India and in the result of this, inflation rate became high and the differences

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between the rich and the poor were increasing day-by-day. After implementation of the
new tax regime, the possibilities of job expansion in the Indian economy has increased as
the GST is a promising opportunity. According to the sources, companies appointed
accountants and tax consultants for a better approach towards the GST. However, GST
has been considered fruitful to the financial professionals and also demanding around one

lakh tax consultants as soon as possible.

Accordingly, various other sectors like e-commerce, retailing, manufacturing, services,
logistics, supply chain, banking and financial sector will see a substantial rise in the job
opportunities in the upcoming season. Also, the major part of the development is handled
by the IT companies preparing GST software as the IT sector is playing a significant role

in expanding the GST around the nation.

After GST, as supposed that it would help to increase in new job opportunities. Currently,
our country has the largest population of the world and the biggest problem here is the
unemployment to the educated and skilled persons. After application of GST, the business
process became easier and the expansion of business is possible. As well as GST has
increased the new business plan and motivated the new businessmen to take new initiative
regarding business and consequently, the jobs and self-employment have increased in

India.

Again GST represents a good image of India across the world. Many countries already
incorporate GST to their states and there is a pressure of different countries up to India
that GST should applicable here successfully and after GST application to India, the working
environment for companies must be much friendly. So that multinational companies

come here and do their business without any difficulties.

The Indian service and job arena have vast opportunities for the young generation, as
the GST accommodates most of the working class population and job seekers into a
well-designed approval. The GST is very ambitious in setting up job maximization and
has also invited many global companies as a proposal in Foreign Direct Investment. The
domestic demand has shown the growth after the GST implementation and this also has

increased the job chances to soar high as the domestic demands have the tendency to

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fluctuate in various aspects and can generate a high frequency for the working force to

indulge and take the services and increase the demand towards the completion.

As GST is a new law and lots of people are not much aware of this so it is the possibility
that the people who know about GST can be in demand for companies so they can help

for better tax administration for the corporate sector.
Demonetization and GST Impact on Job Creation

There is a huge gap in labour factor considering males and females. India has the lowest
proportions of working females which are 26% in the world. The data doesn’t show

any change after GST and demonetization as well.

Further, the household survey shows that men (ageing 22-25) have no option than to
work. Therefore, India has a very low unemployment rate which is 3-4%. On the other
hand, many feel that they can’t get desired jobs here. As thousands of workers apply
for a low-level government job for job security and benefits; end with the disappointment

of the typical workers.

It is also true that demonetization and GST decreased the jobs in the informal sector
which consist many Indian employees. Many were fired in a shortage of cash payment
after demonetization. Further, it created the way for formal jobs. The addition of GST
as well gave shelter to GST payers. Slowly, GST will remove the small informal firms
and move to formal one which will surely create more jobs for people. Alongside, they

will also get the benefits of job safety and benefits in the formal sector.

Although GST is set to propel hiring, compliance ambiguities such as place of supply
(intra or inter-state) could pose as a challenge for industries that could adversely affect
job creation in the near future. However, once the transition phase eases out, in the

long run, GST will add momentum to the entire hiring landscape.

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STUDY OF APPICATIONS OF MATHEMATICS IN MUSIC

All we know that Music is an art, but it is an exact science with some practical
applications of Mathematics in the form of some special areas like Number theory, set
theory ,Elementary Algebra etc. Many great mathematicians are lovers of Music. The
famous Greek Mathematician “"PYTHAGORAS” and his followers studied numbers and
their relationship to musical harmony. Rhythm is the basis of music just as the numbers
of Maths. The study of music and dance are part of Indian culture. At the same time, the
study of Algebraic models in worldwide music, both Western and Indian, will overcome
many of the problems correlating science and Fine Arts. In this paper I want to give
some applications related to the Mathematical models in Music.

Greek Mathematician "PYTHAGORAS” and his followers studied numbers and their
relationship to musical harmony. He conducted experiments with musical instrument
called ‘Monochord’, a stretched sting instrument with a movable bridge and he invented
that various musical notes in each octave having different frequencies. The set of these

notes is called Pythagoras tuning

{Sa, RL,R2 G] G2 M], M2, Pa, D] D2, N1, N2}

These are 12 notesin between 110Hz to 220Hz frequencies, where
R1=first re, R2=second re ,called rishabha;
G1= first ga, G2= second ga ,called gandhara ;
M1= first ma, M2= second ma, called madhyama ;
D1= first da, D2=second da,called dheivatha ;
N1= first ni , N2 = second ni ,called nishada;
And Sa = shadja, Pa = panchama.

All these studies of ‘harmonic’ ratios and proportions were the essence of music during
Pythagorean times. This perception, however, lost its importance at the end of the

Middle Ages, when more complex music was developed. Despite the ‘perfect’ ratios,

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there occurred new dissonances when particular chords, different keys or a greater scale
of notes were used. The explanation for this phenomenon was the incommensurability
of thirds, fifths and octaves when defined by integer ratios. By adding several intervals of
these types to a base note, one never reaches an octave of the base note again. In
other words, an octave (1:2) cannot be subdivided into a finite number of equal intervals
of this Pythagorean type
( x: x+1 | x being an integer).

Adding whole tones defined by the ratio 9:8 to a base note with the frequency f, for
example, never creates a new note with the frequency 2f, 3f, 4f or similar.

This subject is inter disciplinary because it is combining Music with a Science subject
Maths in the form of Set theory, Number theory ,Elementary Algebra, Fourier series ,
Real Analysis, Abstract Algebra, Graph theory, and Geometry. These are occurring in
world wise Music of the following areas 1) Raga Prakarana, 2) Tala Prakarana, 3)Bhava
Prakarana, 4)Vadya Prakarana and 5)Manodharma Sangeetha. This topic has much

important at the international level and will lead human community into peace and harmony.

I.Raga Prakarana:

The whole Carnatic Music is based on Saptha swaras “Sa, Re, Ga, Ma, Pa, Da, Ne “.If we
include one more ‘Sa’ (upper Sa) then the set eight swaras is called an Octave. If the
frequency of Shadja is equal to ‘n’ vibrations per second, then the frequency of upper
shadja would be ‘2n’ vibrations per second called ‘Hz'.

Another important ingredient of music is tone. The pitch of a tone is the listener’s evaluation
of the frequency (number of vibrations per second usually shown in Hertz) and is perceived
as how high or low a note sounds. The higher the frequency , the higher the pitch. The
lower the frequency, the lower the pitch. Pythagoras discovered that the frequency (pitch)
of a vibrating string is proportional to its length. Doubling the length of a vibrating string
lowers the pitch by one octave. Standards of exact pitch have changed many times
over the centuries. The United States and Great Britain eventually adopted A = 440 hertz
to be the standard pitch in the 20" century and that is what all piano tuners use as a
basis for tuning.

1.The frequency relationships of the octaves proceed in Geometric Progression, i.e.

octaves frequencies is {n,2n,4n,8n,... }.

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The Number theory is also applied in Music. A very special application of Fibonacci
numbers is called “golden ratio”.The famous “Motto” in Beethoven’s fifth Symphony is
exactly in golden proportion with frequencies The pattern continues for any octave
interval no matter what interval is chosen, e.g. the ratio of the frequencies of two G’s an
octave apartis 2:1. This leads to a convenient mathematical way of writing the frequency

of any musical note using the table below:

I1.Tala Prakarana:

Rhythm is the basis of music just as numbers are the basis of math. When you play a
few different notes together or even repeat the same note on an instrument, you
create something called rhythm. Some rhythms are soothing such as waves crashing

onto shore, or crickets chirping in a calm summer night. These rhythms make you relax.
On the other hand, some rhythms make you get up and dance. Over the years, written
notations were developed to record music. These words and symbols developed into
what is known today as music theory.

In south Indian music we can note that there are seven different Rhythms known as
“Saptha Talas”. They are 1.Dhruva tala , 2.Mathya tala , 3. Rupaka tala , 4.Jhampa tala ,
5. Thriputa tala , 6.Auta tala , and 7. Eaka tala.

Bharata Ratna Dr. Sarvepalli Radha Krishnan was born on 5th September 1888 at
Tiruttani, North East of Madras. The entire Vocabulary of the world would not be sufficient
to protray the precious Acharya, the profound philosopher and the multi faceted personality
in him.

He was a gifted speaker and writer on Indian culture and religion. Born of orthodox
Brahmin parents, he was able to study epics and puranas at an early age. He was a very
diligent student. He did his Intermediate at vellore and degree couse in philosophy. He
was taken as Assistant professor of philosophy in the presidency college, Madras. He
became an ideal teacher and was very much liked by the students. He got immense
satisfaction from his profession.

As an Indian ambassador and the President of the Indian Republic, he applied
interpreted the philosophy and culture of the East to the West. Dr. Radha Krishanan'’s first
book was “The philosophy of Rabindranath Tagore” and his next and most outstanding
work among his forty odd contributions was “ The Philosphy Reign of Religion in
Contemporary Philosophy. He also wrote the history of Indian Philosophy. His “Kalki” or
The future of Livilization, is in its own way, a master - piece.

An American author called him “ a minister to and for humanity” with his unique
dual appointment as vice- chancell or at Banaras and professor at oxford, like a weaver’s
shuttle, he had gone to and fro between the east and west, carrying a thread of
understanding weaving it into the fabric of civilization.

Radha Krishan was thus a philosopher statesman. The visit of president Radha
Krishnan to the united kingdom was indeed a memorable one. Stalin reacted and said,

“You are the first man to treat me as a human being and not as a monster”.

The educated differ from the uneducated as much as the living differ from the dead— Aristotle
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When an unseasonal shower upset the arrangement, Radha Krishnan remarked

“We cannot control the course of events but we can control our attitude to them”, He led
a team of Scientific league to the UNESCO 1946-52 and became the president of the
league in 1948.

He was highly loved and admired by his students and when once he visited Madras,
his old students removed the horses tied to the ‘tonga’ and drew him to his place. It is
quite appropriate that his birthday is being celebrated as the Teachers’day (5th September).
He relinquished his office as President in 1967. He died in April 1975. He was honoured
with the “Bharat Ratna Award”.
